When is the best time of the year to write creatively?
Many individuals hold the desire to write creatively. Creative writing can take a number of formats; it can include writing poetry, writing fiction, short stories, novellas, writing for children, writing non-fiction books or articles…the list is endless. Indeed, almost any form of writing can be considered to be creative, if that’s how the author views it!

For most people, creative writing is a pastime, or a pastime that they’d love to be able to indulge in, if only they had the spare time. Time to indulge in leisure activities is precious and often insufficient to complete all of the tasks we’d all like to undertake that aren’t work, administrative or family oriented. So when that little bit of spare time comes along, and the opportunity is there to undertake a little bit of creative writing, it is important to make the most of it.
Holidays can be a great time to complete some creative writing, as they provide you with hours in the day that are normally lost to working life. Even if you do have children, spouses or even animals to have to entertain during a holiday period, individuals often find that they have more spare time to complete creative writing when they are on holiday than they do at any other time in the year. Holidays can be taken at any time of the year, depending on the other commitments within your life of course, and so from this point of view, there isn’t a specific time of the year that yields ‘better’ creative writing.

However, if you are able to undertake some creative writing routinely each week or month, then there are certain events or periods through the year that can render your creative writing time more productive. 

Lots of writers find for example that they are more productive in the summer months; perhaps because nicer weather makes you ‘feel’ more energetic and creative anyway. Writers generally have more exposure to creative tasks in the summer too; baking, gardening, outdoor play with children, walking etc – these are all activities that can be considered as creative and they are more prolifically embraced during the summer. The completion of one creative activity usually leads to the completion of another, and so successful creative writing is more likely to be completed throughout the summer months. Evenings are also lighter in the summer, so it can feel as if there is more free time for leisure activities to be undertaken.

The other period of time that is often quite conducive to creative writing is the Christmas period. There is often a surge in requests from publishers for short stories or articles to be produced for magazines which are often “bumper” in their edition size. Furthermore, the generally feeling of goodwill and happiness that most experience over the Christmas period can leave writers energised and thus more productive in their work.
