Why study Political Science at University?
I suppose this is a question you could ask about studying any subject. Political science is a social science concerned with the theory and practice of politics and the analysis of political systems and behaviours.

As a political scientist you may not wish to be work in a job relating to government, so there is always the possibility that you could work for a non-governmental organisation (NGO). Political scientists are also valuable members of the team in research institutes or as part of a think tank. Of course, you could also go on to teach political science to others!
The level of insight gained through studying political science is incredible and you start to learn about the great and not so great leaders of history and our time. What is it that made them behave in the way they did? Political Scientist is a term that is usually associated with those who have studied the subject to doctorate level. Current famous political scientists are Barack Obama, Dr Condoleeza Rice and the ever-famous Henry Kissinger.
If you do wish to study political science, then you need to find a university that offers this course and is suitable for your needs. As with all studying, you need to ensure that you approach the subject with diligence and enthusiasm and are prepared to work hard to gain the qualification you desire.
